This report also provides
statistics for evidence on the country's progress towards meeting national and international obligations. The information
provided by this report also serves to monitor education related policies and compacts including the ten year basic
education for all with emphasis on inclusive education and improved equity, increasing access in secondary and higher
education, National Development Plans (NDP), Vision 2016, Education For All (EFA) and Millennium Development Goals
(MDG) to mention among a few. The information will also be used as a basis for assessing equitable allocation of resources
in the various districts, regions and other denominations.

We sincerely thank all those who provided and information for their significant contribution towards production of this
report. It would not have been possible to produce this report without the contribution from all Heads of Institutions
through availing the data required.

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1.0 Infroduction

The data used in this report is sourced from annual school census conducted in educational institutions in Botswana. The
data is collected from Government and privately owned pre-primary, primary and secondary schools. Some secondary
data from Human Resource Development Council (HRDC) and Botswana Examination Council (BEC) have been used for
tertiary education and quality indicators respectively.

It should be noted that this publication covers mainly data for the year 2012. However, some data for previous years have
been used for comparative analysis. It is worth nofing that non-response by institutions is a major challenge and has led o
gaps in statistics especially for post primary education level. The gaps have also led to discrepancies in a number of indi-
cators such as enrolment frends, and number of teachers, just to mention a few.Due fo high rate of non-response among
the vocational, technical and tertiary institutions, the report has partial to no statistics on the two sub-sectors.

Indicators reported in this report are, among others; number of schools and institutions, enrolment rates and trends over
the years, feachers by their qualifications, pupil-teacher ratio, re-entrants, dropouts, repetition, fransition, progression, pass
rates, proportion of learners with special education needs, streams and classroom, pupil-classroom ratio, fo mention just a
few. The reported indicators are aggregated by level, region, district, school ownership, citizenship and sex.

1.1 National Policy on Education

The 1994-2020 Revised National Policy on Education (RNPE) is the main policy framework for the provision of education in
Botswana (Ministry of Education, 1994). The main goal of the current education policy is to improve access, ensure equity
and inclusiveness for all, improve and maintain quality and effective management in the education system. Ministry of
Education and Skills Development (MoESD) through RNPE (1994) is committed towards an inclusive education system and
provision of special education. This in turn facilitates increase in access to education by all including orphans, vulnerable
children, children in difficult circumstances, children with special education needs and disability.

While RNPE is the main education policy in place there are other national bench marks such as Vision 2016 with pillars
focused on education. These include;

a. Informed and educated nation
b. Innovative, productive and prosperous nation

The National Development Plan (NDP) 10 (April 2009 — 2016) equally commits to ensuring implementation of the above
mentioned policies and other bench marks. The plan embraces, among others, provision of adequate supply of qualified,
productive and competitive human resource, education for all and universal primary education by 2016. Furthermore the
plan focuses on increasing access and equity in education, provision of quality and relevant education.

20 Pre-Primary Education

Provision of Early Childhood Care and Education (ECCE) programme to all children is essential as a foundation for primary
education. RNPE emphasizes the need for provision of enabling environment for pre-primary education and therefore
tasks MOESD with policy development, curriculum development, and support to Non-Government Organisations (NGOs)
and Community Based Organisations (CBOs) providing pre-primary education. Pre-primary education in Botswana is
mainly coordinated by district councils and provided by individuals, communities, private companies, and NGOs.

2.1 Number of Pre-Primary Schools, Pupils and Teachers by School Ownership

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The 2012 pre- primary data was collected from 491 pre-primary schools with a total of 23,650 pupils; 11,91 1males and
11,739 females. The Enrolment Gender Parity Index (GPI) for pre-primary enrolment was 0.99 in 2012 indicating almost
equal access to pre-primary education by both boys and girls.

Privately owned pre-primary schools had the highest enroiment with 15,541 pupils, followed by NGO schools and
community based schools with 2,682 and 2,416 pupils respectively. The number of pre-primary schools fluctuates over the
years attributable to some of these schools closing their operations. This contributed negatively on the reported statistics
for pre-primary education level in 2012.

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In 2012 most of pre-primary schools were privately owned, constituting é4 percent of the total enrolment followed by
community and NGO owned pre-schools with 12.6 and 10.4 percent respectively.

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Table 2.2 shows that there were 33 male and 1,920 female pre-primary teachers country wide. There were 1,067 trained
teachers; constituting 54.6 percent, while the remaining 45.4 percentof teachers were untrained during the reporting

period.

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Figure 2.2 further illustrates on pre-primary school teachers, their training and qualifications. The 2012 statistics on pre-
primary school teachers shows that the highest proportion; 45.4 percent of pre-primary teachers in Botswana were
unquadlified followed by those with Certificate, then those with Diploma constituting 37.0 and 14.1 percent respectively.
The percentages of teachers with Degree and Master’s Degree were low atf 0.6 percent each.

Institutional pre-primary schools
had the lowest number of pupils per feacher with 9 pupils per teacher, followed by community pre-schools and pre-
schools that belong to churches with 11 and 13 pupils per teacher respectively.

Table 2.11 shows that there were 186 children with special education needs enrolled in pre-primary schools across the
country. Out of these, 54 were in South East, followed by 50 in Cenftral. Pupils with speech impairment were 70 followed by
those with other types of impairment and visual impairment with 23 and 22 pupils respectively.

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Figure 2.3 shows that 37.6 percent of pre-primary pupils with special education needs had speech impairment, 12.4
percent had other impairment not specified while 11.8 percent had visual impairment. The percentages for pupils with
physical, hearing, multiple disability, mental retardation and intellectual impairment were less than 10.0 percent each.

Table 2.12 shows that Age Specific Enrolment Ratio (ASER) was higher for 5 years at 21.4 percent, followed by 17.9 percent
for pupils aged 4 years. ASER was less than one percent for pupils less than one year, one year and those aged 7 years.
Furthermore, the national Gross Enrolment Rate (3-5) and Net Enrolment Rate (3-5) for pre-primary are 19.83 percent and
16.64 percent respectively.

3.0 Primary Education

The Government of Botswana has been for a very long time taking education as a priority area for development. For
decades the Government of Botswana has been offering fee free primary education to all citizens, with minimal Parents
Teachers' Association (PTA) levy confribution by households. This gesture has seen the country recording high enrolments
rates at primary school over the years.

3.1 Primary Education School Ownership

Primary schools are mainly owned by Government, followed by those owned by individuals and private entities while a
few are Government aided. In 2012 there were 812 primary schools (government and private) country wide. This shows
0.2 percent increase from 810 schools in 2011.0ut of the 812 primary schools, 753 were Government owned; including
Government aided, constituting 92.7 percent of the total number of schools, while private schools were 59,constituting
only 7.3 percent of all primary schools in Botswana (see Table 3.1).

3.2 Streams and Classrooms

Over the decades, the Government of Botswana has been striving to improve the quality of education and school
facilities by allocating adequate resources. Some notable remarkable progress has been made in policy formulation,
reform strategies and goals set towards the improvement of resources in schools. Noticeable progress has also been
made in the implementation of such policies.

Ministry of Local Government and Rural Development (MLGRD)is responsible for provision of resources in primary schools
such as classrooms and other physical infrastructure, school furniture, teaching and learning materials and stationery

Table 3.3 shows that since 2007 the male enrolment in primary schools tends to be higher than female enrolment. The
total enrolment increased from 332,972 in 2011 to 335,830 in 2012 with 171,323 boys and 164,507 girls. The GPI for primary
school enrolment was 0.96 in 2012, indicating that there were 96 female pupils per 100 males enrolled in primary schools.
The total number of pupils in Special Education units increased by 19.2 percent; from 1,269 in 2011 to 1,513 in 2012.

The GPI for enrolment in Special Education Units was 0.9 indicating 90 female students per every 100 male students in
special education units.

Male enrolment
was also higher than female enrolment across the regions.

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Table 3.5¢ shows that primary school enrolment in 2012 was concentrated between 6 and 14 years. The total enrolment é
to 14 years was 322,507, while only 5,532 pupils were five years below and 6,278 pupils were 15 years and older.

3.4 Special Education Needs and Disability in Primary Schools
To implement RNPE (1994) recommendations on special education, the Government confinues to build special education
unitsin existing schools, infegrate and mainstream children with special education needs and disability in to the mainstream

school system. Furthermore, the Government through grants supports the NGOs which provide special education.

In 2012 there were 33 Government owned primary schools with special education units for children with mental and
physical disability, 2 primary schools with a unit for the visually impaired and 2 schools with a unit for the hearing impaired.

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Figure 3.3 shows that enrolment of children in Special Education Units constituted a minimal percentage since 2007; that
is less than 1.0 percent of total enrolment. Although this being the case the percentage of enrolment in SPED unit has
been increasing since 2007; from 0.22 percent to 0.45 percent in 2012. The lower percentage of children in SPED unit
could be viewed as an indication that there is still a lot that has to be done regarding provision of education to children
with special education needs.

Table 3.6 shows that there were 7,305 children with disability and special education needs in primary schools in 2012.
This total includes children in Special Education Units and those with special education needs and disability in the main
stfream. Most of the special education needs children were those with intellectual disability with 2,287 pupils followed
by those with visual and health related special needs with 1,473 and 1,458 pupils respectively.

It should be noted that in previous statistics, pupils wearing spectacles and those epileptic were not considered as
children with special education needs whichis the case in thisreport. The 2012 data also include children with intellectual
disability which is inclusive of severe slow learners and mentally challenged children while previously the data was
collected only on the mentally retarded children. The above statement could then be taken as the explanation for
increase in special education enrolment from 3,413 in 2008 to 7,305 in 2012.

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Figure 3.4 indicates higher percentage of primary school students with special education needs in 2012 being those with
infellectual disability; constituting 31.3 percent, followed by those who are visually impaired af 20.2 percent. Students with
speech and hearing impairments constitute almost equal percentage; 8.3 and 8.2 percent respectively while students
with multiple disabilities constitute the lowest percentage of 5.7 percent.

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3.5 Apparent Intake Rate

Apparent Intake Rate (AIR) is the rate at which children are enrolled in standard 1 for the first time irrespective of their
ages, and it is expressed as a percentage of the population at the official primary school entrance age.

AIR indicates the general level of access to primary education. The rate also determines the capacity of the education
system to provide access to Standard 1 for the official school enfrance age population. In theory, the Net Intake Rate
(NIR) is preferable to the AIR since it gives an indication on 6 year olds admitted in standard one as a percentage of the
6 year olds population. The 2012 NIR for é and 7 year olds was 54.9 percent and 35.7 percent respectively.

Table 3.8 shows that the ASER for pupils aged 6 years was 70.4 percent. The ASER was very high, being around 100 .0
percent for the age group 7 to 12 years, while it was very low; less than 10.0 percent for ages 15 years and above. Further
analysis of ASER shows that the School Life Expectancy in 2012 was 6.53 years of primary schooling. School life expectancy
is the number of years a child who enrolls in primary school is expected to complete assuming the age specific enrolment
ratios remains the same.

The oretically, ASER value of 100.0 percent for any age indicates that all children belonging to that particular age were
in primary schools. On the other hand ASER of more than one hundred could be attributed to inconsistencies in reporting
age both at schools and during census.

3.8 Transition Rate

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Figure 3.6 shows that since 2000 to date transition rates from primary school (Standard 7) to lower secondary level (Form 1)
had been above 96.0 percent. This was an indication that although the education policy outlines that each eligible child
should go through 10 year basic education there was still a small proportion (about 3.0 percent) of children who only go
up to Standard 7 and never reach Form 1. Although the fransition rate was very high, the desired 100.00 percent fransifion
rate from primary to lower secondary has never been achieved over the years.

3.9 Primary School Gross Progression
Table 3.10 shows standard 1 pupil’'s from particular cohorts who reach standard 7 inclusive of repeaters. Therefore of the

cohort who started standard 1 in 2006, 81.1 percent reached standard 7 in 2012 showing an increase of 0.2 percentage
points on the cohort who started standard 1 in 2005 and completed standard 7 in 2011.

The Pupil Teacher Ratio is one of key indicators used as proxy for assessing the quality of education. It is believed
that a low number of pupils per teacher translates intopupils having better chance of contact with the teachers
and hence a better teaching/learning process. However, it should be noted that there are many other factors
thataffect the pupil’s learning process; qualified trained teachers, adequate teaching resourcesand small class
sizes are generally more effective.

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The percentage of pupils awarded overall grade C in PSLE has remainedhighest; over 35.0 percent since 2008 to date. The
percentage of pupils awarded Grade A in PSLE increased from 12.9 percent in 2011 to 13.2 percent in 2012. There was a
slight decline of 0.7 percent in proportion of candidates awarded Grade B between 2011 and 2012. The percentage of
pupils awarded Grade D increased by 1.7 percent between 2011 and 2012.

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The percentage of girls awarded overall grades A, B, C was higher than that of boys in 2012. Figure 3.10 shows that
15.1 percent of females were awarded overall grade A compared to 11.2 percent of males; 17.3 percent of female
candidates were awarded grade B while 13.1 percent of males got grade B; 39.6 percent of females got grade C while
the percentage for boys who got grade C stood at 33.4 percent. On the other hand, the percentages of boys awarded
grade D and E were higher than that of girls. Generally, this is an indication that girls performed better than boys in PSLE
in 2012.

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In 2012, all subjects except Agriculture had more than 50 percent of PSLE candidates awarded grade A to C. Setswana
had the highest percentage (97.2 percent) of PSLE candidates awarded Grade A to C followed by Religious and Moral
Education. Agriculture has the least percentage of candidates awarded A to C.

4.0 Secondary Education

Secondary education in Botswana is comprised of 5 years of which the first three years (junior secondary education; form
1 to 3) form part of the ten year basic education and the last two years are for senior secondary education (form 4 to 5).
All children of school going age in Botswana have the right to the first three years of secondary as the integral part of the
ten years basic education.

4.1 Secondary Education School Ownership

Secondary school ownership in Botswana is mainly in three forms; Government, Government aided and privately owned
schools. Government secondary schools are solely managed by MoESD, while the private schools are entities owned by
individual or companies and Government aided schools are mission schools run by religious institutions (Roman Catholic
Church and UCCSA to mention a few) in partnership with MoESD.

The 2012 secondary school census shows that there has been an increase of 2.5 percent on the number of secondary
schools from 276in 2008 to 283 in 2012.0ut of the 283 schools, Government schools constituted 84.0 percent of all secondary
schools in the country. Government secondary schools increased by 1.3 percent from 236 in 2008 to 239 in 2012; private
schools increased by 10.0 percent from 40in 2008 to 44in 2012 while the number of private school remained the same.
The increase in Governmentschools is mainly for senior secondary schools which increased from 24 in 2008 to 28in 2012.

Therefore presented statistics is drawn from 98.2 percent (278 schools) of the total secondary schools who responded to
the annual school census questionnaire. The remaining 1.8 percent (5 schools) was non-responses and mainly private
schools.

Table 4.1 shows that Central region had the highest percentage of Government secondary schools at 38.9percent
followed by Southern region with 14.2 percent. However, South East region had the highest percentage of private schools
at 31.8 percent followed by North East region with 15.9 percent. The Chobe region had the lowest percent of secondary
schools. Government secondary schools constituted only 0.7 percentage of all schools compliment. On the same note,
the region does not have a private secondary school. The higher concentration of Government secondary schools in
Cenfral region is mainly due to its vast geographical spread and high population in the region.

There was shortage of 956 classrooms country wide in relation fo number of streams/ classes. High number of streams
and shortage of classrooms prevails across all the districts except for Lobatse which had an excess of 5 classrooms and
these are in private schools.

4.3 Secondary School Enrolment

There has been minimal increase of 0.4 percent in secondary school enrolments between 2009and 2012, from 171,986
students to 172,669 students (Table 4.4). Furthermore Table 4.4 shows that female enrolment in secondary schools was
higher than male enrolment. Female students constituted 51.7 percent of the total secondary school enrolment in 2012,
compared fo 48.3 percent male students. Junior secondary school enrolment constituted 69.7 percent of total sec-
ondary school enrolment in 2012. Only 4.2 percent of the total students enrolled in secondary schools were in private

secondary schools.

According to Central Statistics Office (2004), 2012 secondary enrolment was projected at 177,500. However, annual
school census indicates that in 2012, secondary school enrolment was at 172,669, with female enrolment of 51.7 percent
and 48.3 percent for males. Government schools enrolled 92.3 percent of all students while only 7.7 percent were enrolled
in Government aided (mission schools) and private schools at 3.5 percent and 4.2 percent respectively (Table 4.5). This is
an indication that Government was the main provider of secondary education.

Table 4.9 shows some secondary school students reach Form 1 before they could even turn 12 years, the age at which
they are still expected to be at primary school. On the other hand, some students were above 19 years, the age at which
they are expected to have completed their senior secondary education.

4.4 Special Education Needs and Disability in Secondary schools

MOoESD through RNPE (1994) is committed towards an inclusive education system and provision of special education.
This in turn facilitates increase in access to education by all including orphans, vulnerable children, children in difficult
circumstances, children with special education needs and disability.

Some mechanisms in place fo improve access for children with special education needs to secondary education is;
building of special education units in existing schools, provision of equipment and infrastructure in main stream schools to
support children with disability, as well as integrating and mainstream children with special education needs and disability
in to the mainstream. Currently there is one Government junior seconday school (JSS)and one senior secondary (SSS)with
visual impairment special education unit, two JSS and one SSS with hearing impairment special education unit.

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Table 4.10 shows that the total enrolment of students with special education needs was 7,501 with 3,767 males and 3734
females. The enrolment of students with special education needs in secondary schools had almost tripled from over four
years from 2,498 in 2008 to 7,501 in 2012. Secondary school students with visual disability constituted the highest number
of 2,670 students with 1,014 males and 1,656 females followed by those with intellectual disability being 2,175; 1,369 males
and 806 females. The Gender Parity Index (GPI) for enrolment of children with disability was 0.99, indicating almost equal
access for both male and female students with disability.

It should be noted that in previous statistics, pupils wearing spectacles and those epileptic were not considered as
children with special education needs which is now the case in this report. The current data also include children with
intellectual disability which is inclusive of severe slow learners and mentally challenged children while previously the data
was collected only on the mentally retarded children. The above statement could then be taken as the explanation for
increase in special education enrolment from 2,498 in 2008 to 7,501 in 2012.

The main reason for dropout in secondary schools was Truancy for both males and females with 824 and 584 students
respectively. Female dropout due to pregnancy made the second highest proportion of dropouts in secondary schools in
2012, with 757 students. Other reasons for dropping out include abuse by parent, abuse by teacher, corporal punishment
etc. Dropouts due to school fees were mainly realized in private schools. Dropouts due to marriage, bullying, substance
abuse, poor performance child labour, religion constituted very small percentages (less than 1.0 percent each).
