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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

Agriculture in Botswana consists of two distinct sectors, namely the commercial sector and the traditional sector (also 
known as subsistence agriculture).  However, the agricultural survey carried out in 2014 covered only the traditional 
sector and excluded the commercial sector because of preparations for the 2015 Agricultural Census.  This report 
therefore presents the 2014 survey results derived from the traditional sector only.  

The results of the 2014 agricultural survey depict contrasting trends between livestock and crop production within 
the traditional sector.  Livestock production continued to decline in 2014 except for goats, while arable production 
showed a marked improvement in all the major crops compared to the previous year.  The good performance of the 
crop sector is attributable to the good rains received during the 2014 agricultural season as well as the input subsidies 
such as fertilisers and hybrid seeds provided by government.  

Within the traditional sector, cattle population dropped from 1.8 million in 2013 to 1.6 million in 2014, sheep population 
from 261,458 to 227,247 while goats’ population increased from 1.5 million to 1.6 million during the same period.  Cattle 
birth rate decreased from 52.1 percent to 48.8 percent, mortality rate declined slightly from 12.9 percent to 12.4 
percent and off-take rate improved slightly from 7.7 percent to 8.1 percent.  

During the period under review, the birth rate of goats dropped slightly from 42.3 percent to 41.9 percent. Mortality 
rate also dropped from 22.8 percent to 18.3 percent and off-take from 7.0 to 6.8 percent.
   
Sheep experienced a decrease in birth rate from 36.2 percent to 35.1 percent between 2013 and 2014 agricultural 
seasons, while the mortality rate remained almost the same at 35.1 percent compared to 36.0 percent recorded in 
2013.  Off-take dropped significantly from 4.4 to 2.7 percent.

The crop sector experienced a bumper harvest according to the 2014 survey results.  Sorghum production jumped 
from 4,401 metric tons in 2013 to 14,310 metric tons in 2014, maize production from 2,689 metric tons to 28,550 metric 
tons, millet from 1,263 metric tons to 3,398 metric tons.  Production of beans/pulses also realized a significant increase 
from 1,738 metric tons to 6,826 metric tons between the 2013 and 2014 agricultural seasons.  Compared to the 
preceding year, there was more area planted and area harvested for all the crops in 2014 except for millet.  The crop 
sector recorded substantially high yields during the 2014 cropping season compared to the year before, in terms of 
yield per hectare planted and yield per hectare harvested.  The good rains and the improved yields accounted for 
the relatively good harvest. 

CHAPTER 1: INTRODUCTION 

Agriculture plays an important role in rural development by providing food, income and employment for the majority 
of the rural dwellers.  In Botswana, it has potential for growth and creation of employment opportunities particularly 
for the unskilled and semi-skilled people.  However, the sector is not performing optimally due to recurring droughts 
and endemic animal diseases such as Foot and Mouth Disease (FMD). Nevertheless, agriculture still remains a viable 
option for poverty reduction and employment creation because it is labor intensive. 

This report provides statistics on a wide range of agricultural production indicators with the view to facilitating 
evidence-based decision-making, policy development and monitoring and evaluation of agricultural development 
programs.  In the livestock sub-sector, it provides data on  birth rates, off-take rates, death rates, number of holdings 
and livestock population, to name a few.   In the arable sub-sector, production indicators covered include area 
planted, area harvested, production and yield per hectare.   Information on the agricultural holder characteristics 
such as gender is covered as well.  

The following chapter provides a detailed analysis of the 2014 survey results focusing exclusively on the traditional or 
subsistence sector.

CHAPTER 2: ANALYSIS OF THE RESULTS

2.1	 Agricultural Holders (Farmers) Characteristics

The results of the survey indicate that in the 2014 agricultural season, the number of active farmers increased by 0.3 
percent from 119,936 in 2013 to 120,317 in 2014 (Table 2.2). As indicated in Table 2.4, Gaborone region recorded the 
highest number of active farmers (36,957) in the country in 2014 while the Western region had the lowest (5,112).  

Male farmers continued to dominate farming at 52.3 percent compared to their female counterparts with only 47.7 
percent participation (Table 3.1).  The number of farm workers in the traditional sector during the same period dropped 
from 25,615 to 22,243 (Table 3.18).  The slight increase in the average farm wage from P776 in 2013 to P780 in 2014 did 
not provide enough incentive for workers to remain on farms.  It is worth noting that the average wage in both years was 
above the minimum wage of P408 approved by Government.  

The participation of the youth in agriculture is still low according to the 2014 survey results.  Out of a total of 120,317 
traditional farmers countrywide, only 4.4 percent were aged between 15 and 39 years. The majority of farmers (63.7 
percent) were in the age group above 59 years (60+ years), followed by those in the 40-59 years at 38.3 percent (Table 
3.5).  

There are a wide range of economic activities that farmers engage in to supplement income from farming. Out of a total 
of 28,011 farmers engaged in other economic activities in the 2014 agricultural season, the majority (28.4 percent) ran a 
trading store/shop/vendor followed by those selling traditional beer (15.2 percent) as indicated in Table 3.10.  

According to the 2014 survey results, farmers do not only rely on the sale of crops and livestock for sustenance.  The 
majority of farmers in the traditional sector relied on pension for income, followed by income from paid employment 
to supplement earnings from their farm produce (Table 3.16B).  Pension is main source of income for many agricultural 
holdings because the majority of farmers are at the retired ages.

For food, farmers still depend heavily on purchased food as opposed to produce from their own farms or fields.  
Dependence on purchased food decreased from 90.7 percent in 2013 to 79.0 percent in 2014 (Table 3.17B).  

In the traditional sector, only 16.5 percent of the farmers employed farm workers during the 2014 agricultural season 
(Table 3.18).  The majority of these farm workers were Batswana, accounting for 91.9 percent followed by Zimbabweans 
with 6.9 percent (Table 3.20).  Most workers were engaged on a permanent basis accounting for 92.6 percent (Table 
3.23).    

2.2: Livestock Statistics

Livestock statistics comprise of cattle, goats, sheep, donkeys/mules, horses, pigs, ostriches, chicken and others, but this 
summary will only concentrate on the three major ones in Botswana, being cattle, goats and sheep.

Table 2.2a above indicates that the 2014 agricultural season registered a decrease in livestock population compared 
to the year before.  Cattle population fell to 1.60 million in 2014 from 1.84 million in 2013.  For the same period, goats’ 
population increased from 1.50 million to 1.61 million, sheep from 261,458 to 227,247.  It is worth noting that, goat rearing 
is most popular with 63.9 percent of farmers keeping goats, compared to 54.7 percent for cattle and 15.5 percent for 
sheep (Table 2.2a)

In terms of gender parity, the 2014 survey results reveal that males are the majority owners of livestock in the traditional 
sector.  They own 64.8 percent of cattle, 56.3 percent of goats and 69.0 percent of sheep (Tables 4.1A, 5.1A and 
5.8A).   The Central Region has the highest number of cattle (545,785). However, Gaborone region which comprises 
of Kgatleng, Kweneng and Bamalete/Tlokweng districts) recorded the highest in the goats population (437,500) and 
sheep population (62,256). For  the past years, Central region has been dominating in terms of livestock population but 
Gaborone (Kweneng District) is now leading in respect of small stock population.   

Supplementary feeding is not widely used in the traditional sector.   Only 19.6 percent of cattle farmers practiced 
supplementary feeding while 7.2 percent and 4.7 percent of goats and sheep farmers respectively used supplementary 
feeds (Table 3.15A).  Notably, 65.3 percent of cattle farmers vaccinate their animals against various diseases (Tables 
3.15B).  
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2.2.1A Cattle Production Indicators (birth, death and off take rates). 

During the period under review, the traditional sector registered a slight decrease in mortality rates from 12.9 percent to 
12.4 percent (Table 2.2a).  

Cattle off-take rates in the traditional sector increased from 7.7 percent in 2013 to 8.1 percent in 2014 and hence 
contributing to the decline in cattle population.  

There is potential to improve the performance of cattle farming in the traditional sector by improving the birth, mortality 
and off-take rates.   

Figure 2.2.1A: Traditional Sector: Cattle Production Indicators Trends: 2004 – 2014

Figure 2.21A above provides an illustration of the performance of the cattle industry over the past ten year period.  The 
birth rate oscillated between 50 and 60 percent.  The birth rate was high in 2007 and lowest in 2008.  From 2011, the birth 
rate decreased steadily from 55.0 percent until it reached 48.8 percent in 2014.  Over the past five years, both the off-take 
and mortality rates remained below 10 percent except in 2013 and 2014 where the mortality rate went above 10 percent 
to 12.9 and 12.4 percent.

2.2.2 Goats Holdings (Farmers) and Population

Under traditional sector, goats farmers increased from 73,948 in 2013 to 76,913 in 2014 (Table 2.2a).  Likewise, the 
population of goats went up from 1.5 million to 1.6 million during the same period.  The increase might have been spurred 
by implementation of the LIMID program, which among others objectives seeks to increase small stock production. The 
traditional sector always has a large share of goats compared to the commercial sector (Table 2.2a).

Figure 2.2.2: Goats Population Trend: 2004 – 2014

As shown in Figure 2.2.2 above, the population of goats steadily increased from 1.5 million in 2004 to 1.9 million in 2010 and 
thereafter dropped to 1.5 million in 2013. The population has now increased to 1.6 million 2014.

Figure 2.2.2A: Traditional Sector: Goats Production Indicators Trends: 2004 – 2014
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The birth rate of goats between 2004 and 2014 has varied between 40.0 percent and 50.0 percent.  The year 2004 
recorded the highest birth rate at 48.0 percent. In 2012 birth rate was 41.4 percent but it went up to 42.2 percent in 2013 
and went down to 41.9 percent in 2014.

The mortality rate has also been unstable over the past ten years, and recorded a lower rate of 18.3 percent in 2014 
compared to 22.8 percent in 2013. 

 The off-take rate also dropped slightly with 2014 recording 6.8 percent against 7.0 percent in 2013.  
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2.2.3 Sheep Holdings (Farmers) and Population

According to the survey results, the overwhelming majority of sheep holdings are in the traditional sector (Table 2.2a).  
Between the 2013 and 2014 agricultural seasons, the number of sheep holdings in the entire sector decreased slightly from 
18,951 to 18,690.  The size of the sheep population also decreased from 261,458 to 227,247.  The Gaborone Region which 
comprises of Kweneng, Kgatleng and Bamalete/Tlokweng districts recorded the highest population of sheep in 2014 while 
the Maun Region trailed behind all the regions (Table 5.8A).  In the traditional sector, 69 percent males owned the sheep 
as compared to 31 percent females.

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Figure 2.2.3A above gives the trend of the production indicators over the past ten years.  The birth rate remained 
above 30.0 percent, with the highest mark of 40.0 percent achieved in 2004.  Mortality rate was highest in 2004 at 
19.1 percent and lowest in 2007 at 11.0 percent whilst off-take rate oscillated between 6.9 percent in 2004 and 2.7 
percent in 2014.

2.3 	 Crop Statistics

This section gives a summary of crop statistics for 2012 and 2013 cropping seasons. Crops covered include sorghum, 
maize, millet, beans/pulses, sunflower, groundnuts and others.  The discussion will mainly focus on the four major crops 
namely sorghum, maize, millet and beans/pulses.
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2.3.1 Total Holdings, Total Area Planted and Harvested

Table 2.3.1 below presents total land holdings and land area, total crop holdings and area planted, total holdings 
harvested and total area harvested in 2012 and 2014 agricultural seasons.

In 2014 annual agricultural survey, there was an upward trend in all the crop indicators. The number of farmers with 
land for planting (land holdings) showed an increase from 74,973 in 2013 to 76,562 in 2014 under the traditional sector.  
Area planted also increased from 245,589 ha in 2013 to 255,462 in 2014.  Also there is an increase in crop production 
indicators which was attributed to the good rainfall recorded during the 2013/2014 cropping season.

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Fig 2.3.1B shows land area, area planted and area harvested from 2004 to 2014.

Trends of land holdings, holdings planted and holdings harvested are presented above in Figure 2.3.1A, while land 
area, area planted and area harvested are presented in Figure 2.3.1B.  The trends are very erratic with sharp increases 
and decreases between years.  Compared to the previous season, 2014 experienced an increase in all the indicators.  

2.3.2 Crops Planted and Harvested 

Maize, sorghum, millet and beans/pulses are the major crops in terms of area planted (Table 2.3.2).  Maize has 
remained  the predominant crop in the traditional sector, with the total area planted increasing from 124,380 ha in 
2013 to 130,042 ha in 2014. Compared to maize, the total area planted under sorghum increased only from 61,877 to 
65,053 ha during the same period.  

Crop yield per hectare during the period under review increased substantially for major crops.  The traditional sector 
experienced an increase in the sorghum yield per hectare planted from 71 kg/ha to 220 kg/ha between 2013 and 
2014 cropping seasons.  The yield for maize also increased from 22 kg/ha to 220 kg/ha over the same period.

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2.3.2.1	 Sorghum

The total number of farmers who planted sorghum increased by 7.7 percent from 39,434 in 2013 to 42,466 in 2014 (Table 2.3.2).  
The total area planted under sorghum also went up by 5.1 percent from 61,877 hectares to 65,053 hectares.  Likewise, area 
harvested increased from 33,680 hectares to 50,198 hectares.  Total sorghum production went up to 14,310 metric tons in 2014 
from 4,401 metric tons in 2013.

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Figure 2.3.2.1 above shows area planted, area harvested and production trends in the traditional sector over a period 
of ten years, starting in 2004.

2.3.2.2	 Maize

The number of farmers who planted maize decreased from 64,619 in 2013 to 68,142 in 2014 (Table 2.3.2). During the same 
period, area planted increased from 124,380 to 130,042 hectares.  More farmers therefore planted maize as compared 
to sorghum, and likewise there was more area planted under maize than sorghum between 2013 and 2014 agricultural 
seasons.  Even though maize is more susceptible to extreme weather conditions, it is preferred to sorghum because it is 
not vulnerable to Quelea birds which often cause serious problems in sorghum fields.  

Area harvested also increased from 43,626 hectares to 104,197 hectares, coupled with a sharp increase in production 
from 2,689 metric tons in 2013 to 28,550 metric tons in 2014 as shown in Table 2.3.2. The increase in production is ascribed 
to good rains received in 2013/2014.

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The figure 2.3.2.2 above reflects area planted, area harvested and production from year to year.  The drop in production 
between 2004 and 2014 agricultural seasons is clearly illustrated.  

2.3.2.3	 Millet

The total number of farmers who planted millet decreased by 14% from 18,697 in 2013 to 16,170 in 2014 at national level.  
This crop is usually planted predominantly by traditional/subsistence farmers (Table 2.3.2).  The area planted decreased 
significantly by 27.0 percent from 11,637 hectares in 2013 to 8,490 hectares in 2014. Area harvested also decreased by 
14.4 percent from 8,005 hectares in 2013 to 6,850 hectares in 2014.  

Whilst area planted for millet decreased from 11,367 hectares in 2013 to 8,490 hectares in 2014, total production of millet 
on the reverse increased exponentially by 169.0 percent from 1,263 to 3,398 metric tons. The crop realised a significant 
increase in yield per hectare planted from 109kg/ha in 2013 to 400kg/ha in 2014 (Table 2.3.2).

2.3.2.4	 Beans/Pulses

The number of farmers who planted beans/pulses increased by 2.6 percent from 63,108 in 2013 to 64,876 in 2014. Area 
planted went up by 3.4 percent while area harvested also increased by 54.8 percent during the same period (Table 2.3.2.  
Pulses production steeply rose by 292.8 percent from 1,738 metric tons in 2013 to 6,826 metric tons in 2014.  The yield per 
hectare planted in the traditional sector increased from 48 kg/ha in 2013 to 182 kg/ha in 2014.

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APPENDIX I:	 SURVEY DESIGN

1.1	  Objective of Annual Agricultural Surveys 

The 2014 annual agricultural survey is a component of a continuous program of household surveys, which 
is specific to the agricultural sector aimed at establishing trends in agricultural production and mode 
of operation. The main objective of the program is to provide time series of basic information on crop 
production and livestock population and on related general agricultural data. The information is mainly 
used to develop, review, monitor and evaluate agricultural policies, programs and projects targeted 
towards improving the farming community, as well as the public and other users for investment purposes. 

1.2	  Coverage

The program covered the following sub-components:
• The Traditional/Subsistence Sector.
• The Commercial Sector.

(a)	 The Traditional/Subsistence Sector

The Traditional or subsistence sector covered farmers operating on communal areas and their produce 
is mainly for subsistence purposes. The data were collected through a questionnaire administered by a 
team of Technical Assistants.  The survey covered agricultural holdings and their principal characteristics 
such as:

• Characteristics of the holder and other members of the holding (age, sex, etc)
• Land use (crop and fallow land and measurements for such)
• Farming implements and methods of farming.
• Livestock counts and inventory (births, deaths, sales, home consumption, purchases) 
• Crop production by type
• Farming practices and enterprise
• Livestock water supply, farm equipment and machinery inventory etc

(b)	 The Commercial Sector

The commercial sector covered farmers operating on leasehold, freehold or TGLP farms and their produce 
are for commercial purposes. The data were collected through a mailed questionnaire administered by 
farmers themselves. Follow-ups were made to those farmers who did not respond to the questionnaire.
The sector covered the same information similar to the one covered under the traditional sector except 
for additional information on;

• Cash crops such as wheat, pulses, sunflower, groundnuts, cotton, etc.
• Vegetables such as potatoes, tomatoes, onions, cabbage, spinach, carrots etc.
• Fruits such as oranges, naartjies, lemons, grapefruit, bananas, etc.

1.3	  Questionnaires 

Four different questionnaires (Forms I, II, III & IV) were used for data collection, of which three (Forms I, II, 
& III) were used for data collection under the traditional sector while Form IV questionnaire was used for 
data collection under the commercial sector.  These questionnaires were administered in phases.  The 
same sets of questionnaires are used during each annual survey with very slight changes where necessary 
until the next census when major changes can be effected.
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1.4	  Training of Enumerators 

Training of enumerators was done at the beginning of the year, January to refresh them on concepts 
and to address other problems encountered during data collection.  It was also done to harmonize the 
survey administration so that there was consistency in interpretation of questions and concepts.  There 
were eight (11) teams deployed to cover all the 255 enumeration areas around the country.  Each team 
consisted of five (5) members consisting of three (3) enumerators, a supervisor and a driver.

1.5	  Survey Phases and Data Collection 

The two annual agricultural surveys were divided into three phases.  The first phase and second phase 
covered traditional sector data collection.  The first phase ran from January to June, while the second ran 
from July to September. The third phase covered commercial sector data. This phase ran from August to 
December.

(a) Traditional Sector

The traditional sector data collection was carried out during first and second phases of the survey, where 
a set of questionnaires notably Forms I, II and III were administered by enumerators.  During the first phase, 
dwellings were listed using Form I and agricultural holders identified and sampled.  Form II was then 
administered on the selected agricultural holders.  The same holders or farmers were visited during second 
phase for administration of Form III.

(b) Commercial Sector

The commercial sector data collection was carried out during phase three with administration of Form IV.  
Unlike in the traditional sector, commercial sector data collection was done through a mailing system. 
Commercial farmers fill in questionnaires and sent them back to the office.  The problem with this kind of 
data collection is high non response rate.  Follow ups were made to reduce the non response rate. 
 
1.6	 Data Processing

Data processing involves data coding, data entry, data cleaning and analysis. Data processing for the 
2014 annual agricultural survey was done in house. Two software packages were used for data processing, 
that is, Integrated Micro Computer Processing System (IMPS) and Census and Surveys Processing System 
(CSPro). Data entry and data cleaning were done using CSPro while data analysis (tabulation) was done 
using IMPS. 

1.7	  Response Rate

During 2014 annual agricultural survey, of the 255 enumeration areas (EAs) selected 237 were enumerated.  
In 2014 3,004 agricultural holders were sampled from these EAs, of which 2,922 responded to the 
questionnaires, yielding a response rate of about 97.3 percent.   

 APPENDIX II: SURVEY METHODOLOGY

The survey methodology used during the 2004 Agricultural Census was used for this Annual agricultural 
survey since that can only be changed after the next census.
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2.1 	 Target Population 

For the traditional sector, the rural areas of Botswana including large villages, which were classified as 
urban  during the 2001 Population and Housing Census, formed a basis for the subsistence agricultural 
holders. 

For the commercial sector, a list of agricultural farms or ranches on freehold land, leasehold land, and 
Tribal Grazing Policy Land (TGLP) farms formed a basis for the commercial agricultural holders. Thus the 
target population for the annual agricultural surveys is the traditional and commercial holdings.

2.2	 Sampling Frame 

There are two different frames used for selecting the samples for the annual agricultural surveys.

2.2.1	 Traditional Sector Sampling Frame

The traditional sector sampling frame consists of a list of enumeration areas constructed from the 2001 
Housing and Population Census. There were 4,165 enumeration areas demarcated for the 2001 Population 
and Housing Census, of which 3,112 formed a basis for the 2004 Agriculture Sampling Frame. This was as 
a result of the exclusion of commercial farms, camps, cities and towns enumeration areas. A sample of 
1,202 enumeration areas were selected during 2004 agricultural census and these formed a basis for the 
2014 annual agricultural sampling frame, of which 256 enumeration areas were selected. This number was 
however reduced to 253 as three(3) selected enumeration area was found to have been converted into 
a TGLP. This number of enumeration areas will be used for all subsequent annual agricultural surveys until 
the next agricultural census.

2.2.2	 Commercial Sector Sampling Frame

A list of freehold, leased and TGLP farms or ranches obtained from the Establishment and Enterprise 
Register (EER) formed a basis for the commercial sector sampling frame.  This was supplemented by a list 
of commercial farms obtained by enumerators from the Department of Veterinary Services, through its 
extension service.

2.3 	 Stratification

The annual agricultural surveys have three levels of stratification. The lowest level comprised of the twenty-
six agricultural districts. The second level consists of the six agricultural regions. The third level is the national 
level. It should be noted that the agricultural districts are not necessarily the same as administrative 
districts as defined by the Ministry of Local Government.  However, these are within the boundaries of 
administrative districts.

Apart from national and rural estimates, the Government, which is the main user of Statistics Botswana 
data, requires accurate estimates for all agricultural districts and regions for planning, review, implement, 
monitor and evaluate agricultural development policies, programs and projects. Explicit stratification was 
therefore undertaken such that all agricultural districts become their own strata. 
The frame was organized in such a way that there was implicit stratification  according to rural ecological 
zones namely (i) Village (ii) Lands, and (iii) Cattle-post. This implicit stratification along ecological zones 
was expected to increase precision and improve the accuracy of survey data in view that homogeneity 
of the variables was relatively high.
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During the delineation of the maps, each EA was associated with unique ecological zone and thus, grouping 
the enumeration areas into respective zones was not a problem. To facilitate the selection according to the 
stratification variables, the enumeration areas were listed in three independent subgroups viz. (i) Village (ii) 
Lands, and (iii) Cattle-post in each agricultural district. 

2.4	 Sample Size 

The sample size for the 2014 annual agricultural surveys was decided on the basis of resources available 
(human capacity) as well as experiences and information obtained from the 2004 Agricultural Census.  This 
included;

• The number of agricultural holders from the 2004 Agricultural sampling Frame
• Number of agricultural holders enumerated and their percentage
• Number of enumerators engaged during the 2004 Agricultural Census
• Duration of the census as well as average number of agricultural holders covered by one enumerator
• The available human resources

On the basis of the above information, the enumeration area sample size was estimated at 256 but was later 
set at 253 after it was realized that one of these sampled EAs has been turned into a Tribal Grazing Land Plot 
(TGLP farm).  This sample yielded an estimated number of 3,450 agricultural holders. 
 
2.5	 Allocation of Sample (EAs) To Strata

The proportional allocation of sample to strata is normally done on the basis of the rural ecological zones 
namely village; Lands; and Cattle-post.  Of the 256 enumeration areas selected for the Annual Agricultural 
Surveys, 119 were allocated to village stratum while 83 and 54 were allocated to lands and cattle posts strata 
respectively.  The cattle post strata reduced to 52 when the other was turned into TGLP farm.

2.6	 Sample Design for Traditional Sector

The stratified two-stage probability sample design was used for the selection of subsistence agricultural 
holdings sample. 

The first stage involved the selection of enumeration areas as Primary Sampling Units (PSUs) or Enumeration 
Areas, selected with probability proportional to measure of size (PPS); the measure of size being the total 
number of agricultural holdings enumerated during the 2001 Population and Housing Census. 

The second stage involved the sampling of Secondary Sampling Units (SSUs) and this was the actual number 
of subsistence farmers who were listed and identified within each selected enumeration area.  These were 
systematically selected from a fresh list of identified subsistence farmers during listing of enumeration areas.
To identify agricultural and non-agriculture holdings, a complete listing of dwelling units was carried out in 
the listing form (known as Form I) in all the selected enumeration areas.  To qualify as an agricultural holding, 
a household had to have at least one of the following or combinations of the following, cattle, goats, sheep, 
donkeys/mules, horses, a piece of land whether fallow or planted.  This constituted a frame of agricultural 
holders (second stage sampling frame).  

All agricultural holders with 100 cattle or more in any selected enumeration area were automatically selected 
with a “sure probability”, indicating a one stage sampling design and hence were excluded from this newly 
constructed frame.  Thus the frame consisted of agricultural holders with at least one of the following or a 
combination of the following, cattle (less than 100), goats, sheep, donkeys, a piece of land whether fallow 
or planted in each selected enumeration area.  The supervisor selected a pre determined sample of 12 
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agricultural holders for each selected enumeration area. The principle of “Take-All” was applied whenever the 
constructed frame had 12 agricultural holders or less. 

2.7	 Sampling Weights

One of the by products of the increased availability of computer programs for processing survey data has been 
the practice of assigning a weight to each sample case when non-epsem  designs are used. The sampling 
weights were calculated for the sampling design used for these Agriculture Surveys. 
Being a multistage design, it follows naturally that the sample selected at each stage represents (or is assumed 
to) the respective population. The fundamental assumption was that units selected at each stage were similar 
to those not selected, in respect of characteristics of interest. 

It is important to note that the first stage sampling weights for  2014 Annual Agricultural Survey also utilized the 
information on the first stage sampling weights of 2004 Agricultural Census (as EAs for  2014 Annual Agricultural 
Survey were sub-sampled from EAs selected for the 2004 Agricultural Census). As the commercial sector is 100 
percent coverage, there is no sampling design applied on its estimates.

The weights of the sample are equal to the inverse of the probability of selection. Therefore the sampling 
probabilities at first stage of selection of EAs including probabilities of selecting the holders were used to calculate 
the weights.

There are three components to the weighting:

(i)	 From EA to Stratum Level

First stage weights account for the varying probability of EA selection. That is they are proportional to the inverse 
of the measure of size.

(iii)	 A Non-Response Adjustment

For the 2014 annual agricultural survey, no substitution was allowed for non-response and questionnaires had to 
be returned for all holdings whether responded or not as long as the holding is in the sample. 

The non-response rate was made at the EA level. The adjustment was equal to the presumed agricultural holders 
(responded + non responded) divided by the presumed valid response (responded holders). In effect non-
respondents were given the characteristics of average valid respondents in the EA.

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APPENDIX III: BASIC CONCEPTS AND DEFINITIONS

Standard concepts and definitions are used in any research set up to maintain consistent measurement of 
variables of interest and hence the following;

Surveys Year  

This is the calendar year starting from January to September.  At times, the fieldwork goes beyond the stipulated 
period but the questions asked are confined to the survey under consideration.

Traditional Sector

Traditional sector entails agricultural operations on a communal land mainly for subsistence purposes. 

Commercial Sector

Commercial sector involves agricultural operations either on a freehold, leasehold or Tribal Grazing Land Policy 
(TGLP) farms or ranches.  These operations are solely for commercial purposes.

Agricultural Holding/Farm

An “Economic Unit” of an agricultural production under single management such as total land area (fallow 
land and crop land) and livestock by type (cattle, goats, sheep, donkeys, mules, pigs, etc) owned, managed, 
rented or operated by the holder during the census year.

Agricultural Holder

An agricultural holder is a person who makes the day-to-day decisions for the agricultural holding.  The holder 
has the responsibility and accountability for the holding and may delegate some responsibilities related to day-
to-day work to other people.  The holder may be resident in the farm (in case of ranches) or on a piece of land 
in communal areas where ploughing or animal husbandry takes place (in case of pastoral/arable/subsistence 
farming).  The holder may also be resident somewhere else but still making major decisions on the operations of 
the holding. 

Dwelling Unit

For the purpose of the agricultural census, a dwelling unit is a ‘lolwapa’.  A metal plate, with a pre-printed 
dwelling number is affixed on one door in the lolwapa for identification purposes.

Household

A household is any unit, family or group of people having the same cooking arrangements and/or “living under 
the same roof” in the same dwelling unit and eating together from the same pot and/or making common 
provision for food or other living arrangements.

Respondent

A respondent is any person who is at least twelve (12) years, and answers the questions during the survey.
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Enumeration Area

A definable and demarcated land area marked on the map for identification purposes.

Crop land

Land of which its sole purpose is ploughing or planting crops, whether planted or fallow during the current 
agricultural season.

Fallow Land 

Land not ploughed during the survey season but was ploughed during the past year(s) is regarded as fallow 
land.  For a piece of land to be regarded as fallow it has to stay at most five years without being ploughed.  
However, this differs from one region to the other.

Field

A field is a piece of land under one use.  It could be either under one crop, crop mixture or lying fallow.

Planted Land

Land area that is planted during the current agricultural season is regarded as planted land. 

Crop Mixture

This is when one crop is planted in one field. For example, when maize is planted alone in one field is regarded 
as a pure stand.

Planting Season 

This is the period from October of any year to February of the following year.

Harvesting Season

This is usually from May to August of any given year.

Cattle Holder

An agricultural holder with at least 100 cattle is regarded as a cattle holder.  This holder is not exclusive to such 
cattle holding but may hold other holdings such as small stock and crop land.

Other Agricultural Holder

Any agricultural holder who has at most 99 cattle in addition to other holdings such as small stock, crop land 
and other livestock is regarded as any other agricultural holder.

Birth Rate

This refers to the ratio of total number of births during the survey year to total number of livestock (cows, goats 
and sheep) during the same survey year or agricultural season.
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Death Rate

This refers to ratio of total number of deaths during the survey year to total number of livestock by type (cattle, 
goats and sheep) during the same survey year or agricultural season.

Off take = Sales – Purchase + Home Slaughter.

Off take Rate 

This refers to ratio of off take to total number of livestock by type (cattle or goats and sheep) during the survey 
year or agricultural season.
